As a chief weapons inspector for the United Nations Special Commission in Iraq, Scott 

Ritter was labeled a hero by some, a maverick by others, and a spy by the Iraqi 

government. In charge of searching out weapons of mass destruction within Iraq, Ritter 

was on the front lines of the ongoing battle against arms proliferation. His experience in 

enemy territory served as the basis for his book Endgame, which explored the 

shortcomings of American foreign policy in the Persian Gulf region and alternative 

approaches to handling the Iraqi crisis.
